All Ayes. Ordinance 14-01 was introduced.

STREETS AND ROADS/ECOLOGY: Councilman Nierstedt, Chr.
Councilman Nierstedt stated that a meeting was held with Councilman Mathieu and Council President Palmer and Fred Corbitt was conferenced into the meeting. Councilman Nierstedt said the DPW did a great job on the snow removal.  He stated because of the ordinance to get cars off the streets they were able to plow curb to curb. He said that Garwood is the best plowed municipality.  He talked about the pot holes to be addressed this week and upcoming weeks.  He stated some residents are putting out their garbage in bags.  Councilman Nierstedt reminded residents to put the garbage in cans.  Councilman Nierstedt reported on the 2013 leaf collection process and the draft 2014 leaf collection schedule mentioning more collections and going further into December for leaf pick up.  He reported on the 2013 bulk collection process.  He mentioned that the committee is recommending that the borough retain the $80.00 fee charged to residents and remain with one pick up per year.  The recycling contract was discussed.  He stated that that the Streets and Roads Committee may ask our current provider to come in to provide information regarding current services.  Privatization of garbage was discussed.  
Report received and spread across the minutes by motion of Councilwoman Todisco, seconded by Councilman Petruzzelli.
Comment:   Councilwoman Todisco said the 300 block of Second Avenue had significant potholes and she said they were repaired quickly.  She said the department is very responsive.  She mentioned the rules put in place should be enforced.  Brief discussion followed.  She mentioned her position on outsourcing and the cost involved in a study.  Councilman Nierstedt mentioned that if spending 30 saves 100 then it may be worth it.  He suggested council consider giving this matter some serious consideration.  Councilman Petruzzelli mentioned that his block has no sidewalks and this impacts placement of leaves, etc., in the right of way.  He mentioned he thinks there should be more than one bulk pickup.  He commented on the idea of doing study as mentioned.  Councilman Mathieu that he doesn’t think a study is in necessary and that a town is not made by government but rather it’s made by the people in it.  He used Cranford as an example.  He mentioned outsourcing trash and being open minded about outsourcing to the private sector.  Councilwoman Todisco commented further on her opinion the subject regarding on leaf bagging and other matters.  She mentioned comparing Garwood to Cranford.  She commented on privatizing garbage to keep taxes down but people still pay from their other pocket.
