PUBLIC HEALTH: Council President Todisco NO REPORT
STREETS AND ROADS/ECOLOGY: Councilman Nierstedt , Chr.
The Streets & Roads Committee met on January 14th.  Most of the meeting was composed of Councilman Petruzzelli, Councilman Mathieu, you Mayor and me.  We discussed bulk.  I do believe the Clerk has a resolution that she will address later on.  It was nice to see the community help with many suggestions.  These are things that we need to look into. We are looking into garbage pickup once a week and increasing to once a week to having the town actually pick up the recyclables because recycling can actually make money for towns and be potential revenue for us. We had open discussion with Cranford and Westfield regarding their bulk situation and perhaps tagging on with them.  I did meet with the DPW.  They are very strong in advising residents who include recycling in their garbage that they are not going to pick them up.  I did speak to the Police Chief regarding it is winter it is snow time.  Just want to remind everyone that we re-enforce the 3 inches of snow.  You will get a ticket if the cars are on the street.  Two years ago Garwood was terrific because the plows were able to go curb to curb.  The DPW finds it to be an extreme benefit if everyone gets their cars off the street.  In plowing, Garwood is much better than other towns. If we do get snow, please get your cars off the street.
Comments:  Councilman Mathieu thanked the Chair for having the meeting.  He thought it was fabulous.  Councilman Petruzzelli thought a meeting schedule was great.  Council President Todisco asked the Chairman, on the request for bulk, and how it will be addressed to the vendor.  She commented if the vendor can charge per resident vs. tonnage.  Brief discussion took place.  Ms. Ariemma asked Mr. Renaud if she can write a proposal with both request.  Mr. Renaud answered yes.

Report received and spread across the minutes by motion of Council President Todisco, seconded by Councilman Petruzzelli.
FIRE:   Councilman Mathieu, Chr. 

The month of December there were 21 fire incidents.  There were 4 mutual aid calls.  Total man hours - 200.  For 2012 we did a total on 49 mutual aid calls. I stopped down to the Fire Department on the 13th.  I was invited by Chief Tharaldsen.  Assistant Chief Spina and Chief Tharaldsen were great. They took me all around and showed me everything.  It’s a great group of guys down there.  Alan Tweedle was there with a broken foot.  There were guys in their 70’s and 80’s.  I am very impressed.  Where I come from it’s all paid. So to see volunteers working like that is just fabulous.  I just went down there by myself as well as Councilwoman Palmer. I spoke to Councilman Nierstedt about that, I do want to have regular meetings of the Fire Committee and also talk with Chief Tharaldsen and he are on the same page, we will have more of a hands on type view.  I want to represent the council to them and represent them to the council.  They talked about membership and new ways to get members.  There is a shortage of members for the Garwood Fire Department.  That is one of things that I’m interested in getting.  I’m looking forward to a good year.

FINANCE:

The Finance Committee looks forward to getting an early start on the budget this year, as we did last year. Our first meeting will be January 30th and we will be meeting with department heads. From there, our subsequent meetings will include the Committee as well as the CFO and the Borough Administrator and later include the auditor.
COMMENT: Councilman Mathieu mentioned the bulk discussion and that bulk not being funded in the budget.  He said perhaps it should be.  Council President Todisco said per household basis should cover itself.  She said she is not sure about the administrative cost.

BUILDINGS AND GROUNDS:  Councilman DeFilippo, Chr. NO REPORT
LAWS AND LICENSES: Councilwoman Palmer, Chr.

Tonight there are three applications for a Raffle Licenses.  The committee recommends the adoption of Resolution No. 13-142, for the application of one on-premise 50/50 raffle license and one Casino Night license, to be held March 22, 2013, at The Westwood, 438 North Avenue, Garwood, NJ, by the CONTACT We Care.  The committee also recommends the adoption of Resolution No. 13-143, for the application of one on-premise 50/50 raffle license to be held February 9, 2013, at The Westwood, 438 North Avenue, Garwood, NJ, by the PTO McKinley School. The committee also recommends the adoption of Resolution No. 13-147, for the application of one on-premise 50/50 raffle license and one on-premise merchandise raffle to be held March 14, 2013, at The Westwood, 438 North Avenue, Garwood, NJ, by the PTO Jefferson School.  
The Laws and License Committee had a meeting on Monday, January 14th at 6:30 pm and Borough Hall.  We discussed the fee for Certificate of Non-Confirmatory.  We feel that this has been issue before the Planning Board and now Council for a few months.  The reason it has been an issue is because the citizens were didn’t know about this issue.  Although we realize they were notified legally by legal notices in the paper at the time the zoning was changed, we don’t feel that was enough.  Yes we filled out legal obligation, but we feel we could do more than that for our citizens.  Now that we have the Planning Board has heard a few applications, a few newspapers articles have been printed, and the word is getting out slowly.  Now people are paying attention, asking questions and making phone calls.   Even though we know this is not new information or a new zoning change, it is almost like it just happened.  As a sign of good faith to our citizens, The Laws and License Committee recommends that we waive the $400 fee for 2013, making it retroactive to Jan 1st.    We also recommend that beginning January 1, 2014 we lower the fee to $200.00.  We came to this number by comparing fees in surrounding towns.

COMMENT:  Councilman Nierstedt disagreed with the waiver of the fee for certificate of non-conformity and explained why.  Councilman Mathieu agreed with Councilman Nierstedt. Councilman Petruzzelli said he agrees there should be a fee.  Councilman DeFilippo commented as well as Council President Todisco and Mayor Quattrocchi.  Mayor Quattrocchi referred that matter back to the committee. 
Councilman Mathieu said there is a split here, which means the Mayor must decide.

A motion to accept this recommendation was made by Council President Todisco, seconded by Councilman DeFilippo, whereupon Mayor Quattrocchi directed Roll Call, Council President Todisco-Aye, Councilman DeFilippo-Aye, Councilman Mathieu -Nay, Councilman Nierstedt-Nay, Councilwoman Palmer-Aye, Councilman Petruzzelli-Nay.  3-Ayes, 3-Nays.
Mayor Quattrocchi had to cast the deciding vote as to accept the recommendation of the committee which was for no fee for 2013 and fee re-instated in 2014 at $200.00 per application.  Mayor Quattrocchi voted no and proceeded to refer the matter back to the Laws & Licenses Committee.
Report received and spread across the minutes, recommendation contained therein be adopted by motion of Council President Todisco, seconded by Councilman DeFilippo.
RECREATION:   Councilman Petruzzelli, Chr.
On January 16th the committee had there re-organization meeting and the new officers are:  Chairman-Jack Sullivan, Vice Chairman-Marianne Duffy, Treasurer-Scott Kessler, Secretary-Kelly Reynolds, Recreation Director-Kathleen Pender.  The Mayor and Borough Administrator were at the meeting to direct the committee.  The committee also had a presentation by Tennis Dynamics from Linden on possible additions to recreation here in Garwood.

LIBRARY, MAYOR’S REPRESENTATIVE:  Councilman Mathieu
In 2013, the Garwood Public Library will celebrate 80 years of service to the residents of Garwood.  Beginning in a tiny room in the basement of the Lincoln School, now used as a teacher’s lounge, the Library was once transformed into a two room space in the basement of Franklin School, able to seat 15 persons and held one computer.  When the new Lincoln School complex was completed in 2005, the Garwood Library found itself housed at the back of the school, in a beautiful space, doubling its size, able to seat 30 people, hold 5 computers and have separate areas for adults, children, and early readers.  

In addition to the traditional, books, magazines, and newspapers, the Garwood Library circulates audio books, DVDs, and is in the process of incorporating e-books in to their collections.  Our Library owns more than 38,000 books, 35 different magazine subscriptions, over 1, 000 videos and DVDs, and approximately 500 books on tape and CD.  The Library also is a member of JerseyCat, a state-wide interlibrary loan system that can get a book from anywhere in the state if we don’t currently own it.  As the Library serves both the school and the general population of Garwood, it provides up to date information for the students as well as best sellers and the tried and true classics for the casual reader.  The Garwood Library is open Monday through Thursday from 9 AM to 8:00 PM; Friday from 9:00 Am to 4:30 PM, and on Saturdays from 9:00 AM to 1:00 PM.  Their email is garwoodlibrary @gmail.com

On January 16th the monthly construction meeting was held at Borough Hall.  In attendance were the professionals for the Borough and Flanagan Construction.  To date the baseball field soil has been stripped and stockpiled in site.  Drainage has been completed on the baseball field.  A progress report was handed out and a two week look ahead was discussed.  Dan Toder from Hatch Mott MacDonald explained the new process for capping the rededication areas with sand in the baseball field. RESOLUTION OPPOSING S-2114 AND A-3317, CONCERNING REGISTRATION OF MULTI-FAMILY DWELLINGS UNDER THE “HOTEL AND MULTIPLE DWELLING LAW”

WHEREAS, S-2114 and A-3317 would preempt all municipal ordinances requiring registration of multiple dwellings units of 3 or more units which were enacted pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:48-2.12c; and 

WHEREAS, the “Hotel and Multiple Dwelling Law,” currently provides municipalities with the option to require local registration for multi-family dwellings of three or more units, and authorizes the State to require registration in addition to local registration; and

WHEREAS, municipalities which choose to require the registration of multi-family dwellings do so because they find it to be a more reliable, efficient and effective process than relying upon State registration; and

WHEREAS, local registration is usually part of a multi-faceted community development strategy, including annual inspections of such units, to maintain housing stock and vibrant neighborhoods; and 

WHEREAS, S-2114 and A-3317 will not reduce red tape, but rather create an unnecessary and bureaucratic process for municipalities to maintain an up-to-date inventory of housing, incurring costs without any revenue off-set; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Garwood that  it opposes S-2114 and A-3317 as an unnecessary and unwarranted intrusion on local discretion which will result in an unwieldy, bureaucratic process for municipalities, a process  which does not serve the public interest and could be detrimental to public health and safety; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that a copy of this resolution be transmitted to the Governor of the State of New Jersey, Senator Thomas Kean, Assemblyman Jon Bramnick and Assemblywoman Nancy F. Munoz and the New Jersey State League of Municipalities.
