COMMITTEE REPORTS

POLICE:  Councilman Martin, Chr.  NO REPORT

PUBLIC HEALTH: Councilwoman Todisco
The Board of Health had its first meeting of the year on January 15th. Officers were nominated and elected. Eileen Kufta retained her office as President and Joan Van Natta retained her office as Vice President. In other meeting news, the flu clinics have been slow this year. They have about 300 doses of the flu vaccine left. The Safe Kids of Union County bicycle helmet campaign is ongoing. The monthly blood pressure screenings saw 23 Garwood seniors in November and 21 Garwood seniors in December. Upcoming screenings, which are held at the Westfield Municipal Building and require pre-registration, include a glucose screening on February 20th and a cholesterol screening on March 20th.  The 2014 contract health services budget proposal was discussed. Per an agreement, the proposed increase to the budget is 1.75%, which mirrors the contractual raise given to the workers in the Westfield Regional Health Department. That 1.75% works out to an $826 increase. However, the County may reimburse municipalities for TB and STD services in the full amount, the Health Department will share all the savings with the Borough. That would be a savings of $1175 for those services.

STREETS AND ROADS/ECOLOGY: Councilman Nierstedt, Chr.
Councilman Nierstedt reported on the dump truck status and the excellent services provided by the DPW in the recent snow storms.

COMMENT: Councilman Mathieu asked a question about the delivery of the truck.  Mayor Quattrocchi commented that she received a compliment from a Cranford resident concerning the DPW.

LAWS AND LICENSES: Councilwoman Palmer, Chr.
Tonight there are FOUR applications for Raffle Licenses.  The committee recommends the adoption of Resolution No. 14-135, for the application of one on-premise 50/50 raffle and one on-premise merchandise raffle to be drawn on March 26, 2014, at The Westwood, 438 North Avenue, Garwood, NJ, by UNION HIGH SCHOOL P.T.A.  The committee also recommends the adoption of Resolution No. 14-139, for the application of one on-premise 50/50 raffle license and one on-premise merchandise raffle to be held March 29, 2014, at The Westwood, 438 North Avenue, Garwood, NJ, by the PTA H.B. Brunner School.
Laws and License committee met to discuss a few items recently.  I’ve previously reported that we’ve been discussing designating a few spots at Kennedy Plaza for Commuter Parking.   After further review, the Laws and License committee recommends we prepare an ordinance to designate 5 spots at Kennedy Plaza for commuter parking.  
We also discussed looking into an ordinance regarding dumpers in driveways or in the street in front of homes. We currently do not have anything in place that regulates how long a dumpster could be in the street, or where it could be placed.  We still have work to do on this.  Also, Mayor you asked us to look into cleaning up North and South Avenue with the temporary signs the business use to advertise.  These signs under code, by definition are ‘temporary signs’.  This code is very restrictive to the business and if we enforce the current code, most of them would have to be removed.  The committee feels this would not be in the best interest of the town nor the business.  We do feel though that something has to be done to regulate the signs for the matter of safety and the plain fact there are too many making the streets look crowded.  We are now looking into ordinances on what is known as ‘sandwich board signs’.  We feel this is a good compromise for everyone involved.  They will regulate the hours they could be up, the size, etc.  Nothing has been finalized.    We have a little more work to be done on this.
Mayor, you also charged this committee with looking into a Code of Conduct type document for this council.  After review of a few documents and our own borough code, this committee feels it is not necessary to adopt a Code of Conduct, but instead to enforce the codes that we already have in place.  Chapter 5 - Administrations, Article X 5-57, Rules Applicable to Governing Body and 5-59 Prohibited Language.   Those two sections of the code have language that speaks to conduct of Mayor and Council.  We feel that this is sufficient if enforced.  And lastly Mayor, you asked this committee to look into the issue of the public comment portion of the meeting.  Sometime last year you set a policy of the public speaking portion with keeping their comments to 3 minutes.   What is happening now is that the public starts asking questions and some members of the council will interrupt the resident.  This results in a conversation between the resident and council and the resident appears to speak for longer than 3 minutes.   This committee suggests, Mayor that you set another policy similar to what the county does.  Let the resident ask all their questions; make all their comments without interruption from the council. When they are finished, Mayor, you can then answer the question or direct the appropriate council person to answer the question.
Report received and spread across the minutes, recommendation contained therein be adopted by motion of Councilwoman Todisco, seconded by Councilman Nierstedt.
COMMENT: Councilman Nierstedt commented and asked questions on the dumpster matter and commented the other matter may end up with the planning board.
