Mayor Quattrocchi requested the Municipal Clerk to read Ordinance 13-05 by title only:
ORDINANCE NO. 13-05
AN ORDINANCE TO ESTABLISH A RESTRICTED PARKING ZONE PURSUANT TO N.J.S.A. 39:4-197.6 IN FRONT OF 224 WALNUT STREET, IN THE BOROUGH OF GARWOOD.
	BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Garwood:
WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 39:4-197.6 permits a municipality to establish a restricted parking zone in front of a residence occupied by a handicapped person; and
WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Garwood has received a request from Thomas Woienski of 224 Walnut Street, Garwood, New Jersey, that a restricted parking zone be established on Walnut Street in front of his residence; and
	WHEREAS, the resident qualifies for the establishment of such restricted parking zone by virtue of having been issued a windshield placard or wheelchair symbol license plate by the New Jersey Division of Motor Vehicles; and
	WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council finds that parking is not otherwise prohibited and that the permitting of the establishment of a restricted parking zone would not interfere with the normal flow of traffic; 
	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Garwood:
SECTION 1.	A restricted parking zone pursuant to N.J.S.A. 39:4-197.6 is hereby established in front of premises located at 224 Walnut Street, Garwood, New Jersey, the residence of Thomas Woienski.
	SECTION 2.	The posting of an appropriate sign by or at the direction of the Chief of Police is hereby authorized and directed.
	SECTION 3.	This ordinance shall be effective for so long as Thomas Woienski shall continue to reside in the premises and shall continue to be eligible for the restricted parking zone established herein under N.J.S.A. 39:4-197.6.
SECTION 4.	All ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.
SECTION 5.	If any portion of this ordinance shall be determined to be invalid, such determination shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions of said ordinance.

	BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Garwood:
WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 39:4-197.6 permits a municipality to establish a restricted parking zone in front of a residence occupied by a handicapped person; and
WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Garwood has received a request from Sandra Goodyear of 345 Willow Avenue, Garwood, New Jersey, that a restricted parking zone be established on Willow Avenue in front of her residence; and
	WHEREAS, the resident qualifies for the establishment of such restricted parking zone by virtue of having been issued a windshield placard or wheelchair symbol license plate by the New Jersey Division of Motor Vehicles; and
	WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council finds that parking is not otherwise prohibited and that the permitting of the establishment of a restricted parking zone would not interfere with the normal flow of traffic; 
	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Garwood:

Mayor Quattrocchi requested the Municipal Clerk to read Ordinance 13-07 by title only:
ORDINANCE NO. 13-07
AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING A SPECIAL EMERGENCY APPROPRIATION N.J.S. 40A:4-53 FOR CONTRACTUALLY REQUIRED SEVERANCE LIABILITIES
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE BOROUGH OF GARWOOD, COUNTY OF UNION, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, that pursuant to N.J.S. 40A:4-53 the sum of $88,252.00 is hereby appropriated for the Contractually Required Severance Liability and shall be deemed a special emergency appropriation as defined and provided for in N.J.S. 40A:4-55.
	The authorization to finance the appropriation shall be provided for in succeeding annual budgets by the inclusion of at least one-fifth of the amount authorized pursuant to this act (N.J.S. 40A:4-55).

The Mayor then asked if any one present wished to be heard concerning Ordinance 13-07.

Bruce Paterson, 325 Willow Avenue stated he thinks the special emergency wording is odd and asked for an explanation.  He asked how the money is being borrowed.  Mr. Renaud said the wording comes from the State Statute.  Council President Todisco answered that the auditors recommended this venue to pay this.

Motion to close Public Hearing on Ordinance 13-07 was made by Council President Todisco, and seconded by Councilman Petruzzelli.  All Ayes.

Councilman Mathieu asked for clarification on this ordinance.  Councilman Mathieu said he opposed to this ordinance and explained why.

This section of the minutes is verbatim at the discretion of the Municipal Clerk.
Councilman Mathieu stated “I am having a hard time understanding this ordinance… so it’s an emergency appropriation right, and I don’t understand how this interplays with Resolutions 13-225, and 13-232.”

Ms. Ariemma stated “225, I need Bob to answer that, but where they come from is, the ordinance and the resolution was presented to us from the auditor.  232 is the calculation…”

Councilman Mathieu said “I understand that, can I get a more specific question now?  My specific question on this is on the payout and just so everybody understands the Captain is retiring and he has a payout of sick leave, vacation, terminal leave that kind of stuff almost $90,000.  So we’re going to pay this to him in two years, roughly $45,000 a year.  The thing with borrowing it and paying it off in over five, so he gets the money in two, but we pay it off in five, I don’t necessarily understand how that works.  He is getting two payments, 45 45. But we are doing five payments of 17 and change.  So how does that work.  Where does the cash come from to give him the cash in hand and we are paying it off over five years.”

Ms. Ariemma stated “It has to be borrowed.”

Councilman Mathieu said “So we’re borrowing it, he gets it and then we pay it off over five years.”

Ms. Ariemma stated “We have to fund it in the budget for the next five years.  You have to raise it just like you did with, I don’t know if you were on council, but the master Plan we did the same way.  We did it for Sandy the same way, the payout for Sandy all though that did not realize because we got the money back from FEMA, but it was the same mechanism that we used with that.  So if we didn’t get the money back from FEMA for Sandy for five years we would be putting X amount of monies in the budget to payout that debt, but we did not have to borrow the money for Sandy because we got that from FEMA.”

Councilman Mathieu said “I just want to say I am completely opposed to this.  I want to urge my colleagues to vote against this and the related resolutions on this. I agree with Mr. Paterson.  I don’t see how a retirement is an emergency appropriation.  To me an emergency is something catches fire or you have a hurricane.  I was here when we had four retirements including our prior Chief they had, in aggregate, none was as big as this one.  But in aggregate they were $225,000 and we would pay that off over two years.  And we had accrued money for that ok.  Now we are borrowing money over five years and this is what I have said before, we are on this borrowing binge.  And this is more debt that is getting added, so we got a 190,000 pension payment for 2009. We got $200,000 in accrued liabilities for other sick and vacation time for employees.  We got 1.5 million for the AFC.  I just think that, I mean Council President Todisco said it….. this is hiding $45.00 in tax increases that everyone should have got hit with this year.  And I believe this deceptive.  I also believe that this hides the consequences of the policies of this council, this Mayor and Council.  There really is no appetite on this council I can tell you to cut back on things like this, none whatsoever.  I think this just goes ahead and enables that.  I think also because that we’re paying $90,000 for somebody not to work, that’s the thing I have problem with.  We have to stop paying people not to work.”

Mayor Quattrocchi said “Councilman, can we have discussion?”

Councilman Mathieu said “Excuse me….please stop interrupting me Councilman Nierstedt.  The final thing is that I wanted to say on this is.”

Mayor Quattrocchi “said Councilman, Councilman.”

Councilman Mathieu said “paying people not to work.”

Mayor Quattrocchi said “COUNCILMAN!”

Councilman Mathieu said “Mayor what is the thing you need to interrupt me for?”

Mayor Quattrocchi said “You are getting off the subject.  The discussion should be about this specific ordinance.”

Councilman Mathieu said “I’m talking about the ordinance. 13-07 has to do with the $90,000 payout and because we have a $90,000 payout we have one less cop on the beat here in Garwood.  There are consequences to this.  I don’t think we should be adding this to the mountain of debt that this Mayor and Council have already heaped onto this borough.  I think this is wrong and it hides the consequences of our actions.  I believe cops should be paid fair.  They should be paid well.  But we should end paying them with what they get.  We should not be giving them a $90,000 tail for sick leave, vacation pay, something called terminal leave, something called compensatory time and something called long term disability entitlement.  Pay the cops a good wage.  Pay them what they are worth.  Don’t give them a $90,000 benny for not working.  If there is one thing we can agree across party lines, let’s stop people for not working.”

Mayor Quattrocchi said “Thank you for your comments.”

Council President Todisco said “Other views aside, we have to pay $88,000 by contractual agreement.  This is the bill we have to pay.  The choice is for residents to pay it all at one shot at a $45.00 increase in addition to your $95.00 increase which I think is tough enough or pay 1.25% interest.  Now if the interest rates were 7% like they were years ago, I would not be in favor of something like this.  But when we are talking about 1.25% I think it is different.  And quite honestly when the interest rates are low and times are difficult like this, these are not the times where over the past few years, there isn’t money put away for things like this or for capital items, which I won’t get into.  I will try to stay on topic here.  But when the interest rates are high, I’m all in favor of saving the money each year, building up, spending in cash.  But when there cheap as they are now, most people out there see borrowing as the proper alternative to this.  It is something that the State allows, it was recommended by the auditors and reviewed by Finance Committee and the Administration and I am in support of it.”

Mayor Quattrocchi said “It was one of the tools in the Governor’s tool box that was given to us along with the 2% CAP.”

Councilman Nierstedt said “It’s all well and good to argue against this, but given the current contract with the Police, does this Body have the ability to deny this resolution or oppose this resolution, ordinance I should say.”

Mr. Renaud said “There actually are two aspects.  One of them is you are in fact contractually obligated to pay the amount, I didn’t calculate it, but the resolution and the ordinance say $88,292, I assume those calculations have been made.  And yes that’s a payment that is required to be made.  So there is no choice in making the payment.”

Councilman Nierstedt said “With all respect to Councilman Mathieu, Jim, you know I work for government and I don’t like this anymore than you like it.  I don’t like what police get.  I think 20 years and out with all due respect to the police is a sham.  With that being said Jim, it’s all well and good to grandstand and say you don’t want to pay it.  We don’t have a choice.  If you want to deny, oppose it and then get into a lawsuit, you want to pay that out of taxpayer’s dollars….  I don’t consider that real good financing either.  Mayor I just want to go on record, I am not in favor of this either, but we don’t have a choice.  We have to pay it and that’s the end of it.”

Councilman Mathieu said “I just have a question then for Mr. Renaud and I had this conversation with Councilman Blaufeder…..  You are not saying we have to vote yes on this, that’s not your legal advice?”

Mr. Renaud said “I can’t tell you how to vote.  The council is obligated under the contract to comply with the terms of the contract. I have not made these calculations.  I’m assuming the auditor and the CFO have properly calculated what is due under the contract.  If it’s due under the contract, it’s due under the contract.  I can’t tell you anything other than that.”

Councilman Mathieu said “Just to clarify then, I support paying what is due under the contract.  I do not support paying over five years.”

Councilman Petruzzelli said” I just have something Mayor.  I’m not trying to beat this up.  I do support what the finance did in order to make this easier on the resident.  I don’t think anyone wants to pay any more in taxes, but if this is a tool we have to spread it out over five years.  I think it helps everybody.”

Councilman Blaufeder said “Personally, I feel the same way, but I think we maybe need in the next few budgets to start considering, you know not to talk about the Chief right in front of him… but we may need to start considering that at some point we will have other expenditures like this and maybe over the next few budgets try and shovel a little money away where ever we can find it.  Just so there is something so maybe we don’t have to borrow.”

Council President Todisco said “I agree with that.”

A motion to adopt Ordinance 13-07 was made by Council President Todisco, seconded by Councilman Petruzzelli, whereupon Mayor Quattrocchi directed Roll Call, Council President Todisco-Aye, Councilman Blaufeder-Aye, Councilman Mathieu-Nay, Councilman Nierstedt-Aye, Councilwoman Palmer-Aye, Councilman Petruzzelli-Aye.  5- Ayes, 1-Nay.  Ordinance 13-07 was adopted.

ATHLETIC FIELD COMPLEX PROJECT COMMITTEE REPRESENTATIVE:

The monthly construction meeting was held today at 11 am in Council Chambers.  Borough Administrator Ariemma included the representative from Safari Telecommunications and a representative from the Recreation Commission and Baseball League to provide input on the placement for communications in the building. 
It was determined that wall mounted phones would be included in the meeting room, kitchen, tower booth and two cordless phones would be in the locked electrical cabinet.  An emergency direct line to the police department would be mounted on the wall at the entrance to the building.  The wireless PA system was discussed and the wiring for the system.  Wireless internet was discussed and the administrator was directed to contract Verizon for the installation of Fios in the complex.  Extra outlets will be added to accommodate the Fios, phones and PA systems.  It was also determined that the phone system is a PA system and speakers for the system would be added in locations that are still being determined.  A catch up of items from the last meeting were discussed and it was determined that those matters have been resolved. WHEREAS, the second amendment to the United States Constitution states, “A well-regulated militia, being necessary for the security of a free state, the right of the people to keep and bear arms shall not be infringed”, and 
WHEREAS, the Borough of Garwood supports the right of the people to bear arms for self-defense, recreational sports, and as an integral part of being a member of a state militia, or public police force, and 

WHEREAS, on April 20, 1999 two students using semi-automatic weapons killed 12 students and one teacher, and wounded 21 students; and April 16, 2007, a gunman used semi-automatic weapons to kill 32 students and staff at Virginia Tech; and on March 10, 2009 a worker using semi-automatic weapons killed 10 people in Samson, Alabama; and on April 3, 2009 a gunman using semi-automatic weapons killed 13 people and wounded four in Binghamton, New York; and on November 5, 2009 an Army Major using a pistol and revolver killed 13 people and wounded 32 at Fort Hood; and on January 8, 2011 a gunman in using a semi-automatic weapon killed 6 people and wounded 13 including House of Representatives member Gabrielle Giffords; and on July 20, 2012 a student using semi-automatic weapons killed 12 people and wounded 58 in a movie theatre in Aurora Colorado;  and on August 5, 2012 a gunman using a semi-automatic weapon killed 6 people and wounded 4 in a Sikh Temple in Oak Creek Wisconsin; and on December 14, 2012 one gunman using semi-automatic weapons killed 20 children and six adults in Newtown, Connecticut, and 
WHEREAS, the rate of people killed by guns in the United States is 5 times higher (3.2 gun homicides per 100,000 residents) than any other Western democracy, and
WHEREAS, on average about 85 Americans are fatally shot every day – including 53 suicides - according to figures from the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, and 
WHEREAS, it has become clear to many Americans that some additional form of sensible gun control regulation is necessary to maintain a safe American society, and access to more guns is not a solution, and  
WHEREAS, the townships or Mayors of Westfield, Cranford, Scotch Plains, Fanwood, and New Providence, have taken action in support of gun control, and, 
WHEREAS, the Union County Board of Chosen Freeholders, and the states of Connecticut, New York and Colorado have adopted resolutions strengthening existing gun control laws; 
WHEREAS, it is recognized that the State of New Jersey already has one of the toughest gun control laws in the United States and some recommendations listed below are already in place in the state, but need to be applied across the United States in order to provide for comprehensive nation-wide regulations;  
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Borough of Garwood adopts this resolution supporting the state and national adoption of gun control measures including, but not limited to the following:
1. The requiring of training in firearm safety for gun buyers, paid for by the gun buyers and
2.  The re-imposition of the federal ban on the sale of military style assault weapons as they account for a larger share of guns used in mass-murders; and
3. The ban of high-capacity bullet magazines/reduction to ten rounds maximum, and 
4.  The adoption of universal background checks inclusive of a review of the National Terrorist Watch list, and providing for a waiting period before the sale of all weapons, including sales that take place at gun shows, and
5. The ban on the sale of ammunition that can penetrate police bulletproof vests; and 
6. The establishment of a regulatory and reporting program for ammunition sales, and 
7. The support of gun buy-back programs, and
8. The creation of mandatory, state shared databases including criminal history, serious mental illness, arrest warrants and restraining orders, and,
9. The review of the nation’s involuntary commitment laws regarding the mentally ill to better balance the civil rights of mentally ill individuals with concerns of community safety.
These recommendations do not apply to law enforcement or military personnel.  It is recognized that the State of New Jersey currently has one of the strongest gun control statutes in the nation.  It is hoped through this resolution that the United States Senate and the House of Representatives will adopt laws similar to New Jersey to be applied on a national scale.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT THIS RESOLUTION supports the membership of the Mayor of Garwood in the Mayors Against Illegal Guns group.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT THIS RESOLUTION be forwarded to all other municipalities in Union County, the Union County Board of Chosen Freeholders, and Garwood’s state and federal representatives.

DISCUSSION:
Councilman Mathieu commented on the resolution that he supports the idea but owns weapons and he described those weapons and further commented on political positions regarding gun laws.  He described how he bought hundreds of rounds of ammunition online.  He commented that none of this would have stopped the Sandy Hook matter.

Council President Todisco mentioned that it is the first time this is being discussed and would like to see this discussed further.  She asked Mr. Renaud if a motion to table can be presented in lieu the motion to adopt being done.  Mr. Renaud said a motion to table is not debatable and can be presented.

Councilman Nierstedt then commented on the resolution and the idea of tabling.

Mr. Renaud said a referendum on this is not feasible in matters such as this.

A motion to TABLE Resolution No. 13-238 was made by Council President Todisco, seconded by Councilwoman Palmer, whereupon Mayor Quattrocchi directed Roll Call, Council President-Todisco-Aye, Councilman Blaufeder-Aye, Councilman Mathieu-Nay, Councilman Nierstedt-Nay, Councilman Petruzzelli-Aye, Councilwoman Palmer-Aye.  4 Ayes, 2-Nays Resolution 13-238 was TABLED.
