FINANCE: 	Council President Todisco, Chr.	
I would like to give everyone an update on the capital item purchases that the Council decided to bond for late last year. Our departments have received more than half of the items so far, some of which will be installed in the near future. Our Police Department was in fact able to secure the $42,000 matching grant from the State for such items as a radio repeater, 3 portable generators, a large generator for borough hall, and a generator for the underpass. We have received the repeater and portable generators so far. Office needs such as computers, printers, software, and server are in. The new phone system for Borough Hall is in as well and will be installed soon. The Fire Department has received two thermal imaging cameras, which enables their firefighters to see inside a building without going in. The Police Department now has a new 4 by 4 Tahoe, which replaces the Supervisor vehicle, formally the Durango. This is especially important for snowstorms and other poor weather. It also means that the Borough will now be equipped with more than one 4 x 4, since our Superintendent of Public Works will now use the Durango. We have a number of items on order or pending that we will be getting soon, such as a jaws of life for the Fire Department, radio upgrades for the DPW, security cameras, Borough Hall generator, underpass generator, and recording system for this chamber. I will update the Council and the public as we receive them. It is important to note these upgrades, especially with such super storms like Sandy still fresh in our minds
[bookmark: _GoBack]COMMENT: Councilwoman Palmer mentioned we budgeted for web-site renovation and inquired of the status on the project.  Mayor Quattrocchi referred it to Finance.

BUILDINGS AND GROUNDS:  Councilman Blaufeder, Chr.
Mr. Corbitt has brought us up to date on the status of our town clock. The clock is currently working and keeping time after having been reset a second time. The main timepiece is eventually going to need to be rebuilt if possible, or replaced, as per the clock technician. It is the technician’s opinion, as well as ours, to see how long we can get out of the existing timepiece before the repair is done. A new timepiece was quoted at $5,280, while a rebuilt ranges from $500-$1500 depending on whether it's repairable and what additional parts may be needed. Plus there is a $400 service call fee. Turnaround time is two weeks for a rebuilt unit and a new unit can be installed in one day.

WHEREAS the term of the contract shall be for three (3) years commencing June 1, 2013 and concluding on May 31, 2016, with the option to extend the contract for two additional years, which shall be awarded by Resolution of the Governing Body; and
WHEREAS, the per load fee includes all labor, materials, and equipment necessary to collect and transport each load of bulky waste to the MRF in accordance with the specifications and bid submitted; and 
WHEREAS, the borough will pay the contractor the tipping fee of $81.12 per ton for 2013 in accordance with the borough’s agreement with UCUA, for the actual weight of bulky waste delivered by Equipment Rental Service, LLC to Montecalvo Disposal Services which may be less than 750 lbs., per load upon presentation of delivery tickets from Montecalvo Disposal Services indicating number of loads delivered, date delivered and actual weight of each load delivered; and
WHEREAS, the User Fee Based Residential Cleanup Program pickup date(s) will be determined and agreed upon by the borough and contractor after award of this contract and after the borough sells the permits to residents.  The borough under this contract may run this program up to four times annually.
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Garwood that the contract is hereby awarded to Equipment Rental Services, LLC for $44.95 for collection and transport per load.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Mayor and Municipal Clerk be and are hereby authorized to execute an agreement in the form approved by the Borough Attorney.

DISCUSSION: Councilman Nierstedt commented on the award of the bulk fee and program.

A motion to adopt Resolution No. 13-243 was made by Council President Todisco, seconded by Councilman Nierstedt, whereupon Mayor Quattrocchi directed Roll Call, Council President-Todisco, Councilman Blaufeder-Aye, Councilman Mathieu-Aye, Councilman Nierstedt-Aye, Councilman Petruzzelli-Aye, Councilwoman Palmer-Aye.  All Ayes, Resolution 13-243 was adopted.


RESOLUTION NO. 13-244
BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Garwood, County of Union, State of New Jersey, in accordance with Borough Code, Chapter 99-12.1-B,C, hereby set forth the following:
1. The bulk date pickup program for 2013 will be held on June 24, 2013 and run for as many days as necessary to complete the program in accordance with the number of permits sold.
2. The bulk permit program fee for 2013 is hereby set at $82.91 per permit, per household for the disposal of up to 750 lbs. of bulk type waste.

This section of the minutes is verbatim at the discretion of the Municipal Clerk.
Councilman Nierstedt said “The Borough Clerk did indicate first off that that’s recommended is June 24th, so we have that.  We do need to discuss a couple items.  The recommendation here is that we will have bulk pick up two days after the Town wide Garage Sale.  So the TWYS will actually be the 22nd and 23rd and then the 24th we would have the bulk pick-up.  The second part of this resolution talks about the fee.  What the Borough Clerk has done is actually as indicated earlier what the tipping fees would be, what the loading transport fee would be which is the resolution we just adopted, then we did discuss having some type of administrative fee in there for the borough, because obviously the Clerk has put in a great amount of time.  Writing the RFP, getting it out there, reviewing bids, etc.., etc… and will certainly be involved in answering any questions and everything else that comes up for this.  So the total per permit for each resident where they could put out up to 750lbs of bulk would $82.91.  Have I said everything right so far Tina?”

Ms. Ariemma responded “Yes.”

Councilman Nierstedt said “Okay, then the question comes down to, do you want to charge $82.91 for a permit for a home to pick up 750lbs of bulk.”

Councilman Nierstedt said “I would suggest making it $83.00 instead of $82.91.”

Council President Todisco said “If I may, I’m happy this discussion is taking place.  I personally wish there was a Streets & Roads recommendation for the amount.  Maybe you can you can take a look at it tonight.  But I thought in my head already okay you could keep it $82.91, we could make it $83.00 we could also drop it to $80.00, because the administrative, there is a little wiggle room and also that is based on everybody putting out 750 lbs., which is pretty highly unlikely or on the flipside, if you made it $85.00, you would be basically making sure the borough is covered more.  And also you would potentially have the less likely of a chance to have and increase next year because the tipping fee is set to go up.  So this way a resident is not necessarily going to have to say hey one year why I am writing a check for $80.00 and then the next year I’m writing it for $85.00 or whatever.  My own personal feeling is I like $80.00.  I think why not have it a little cheaper, round down.  I don’t see it hurting the borough, but I would really like to see what you three as Streets & Roads recommend I could be swayed with that number”

Councilman Mathieu “the permit fee, I think I have been consistent with this for the last couple years, I have always been very agnostic on it.  The lower the better in my book, $80.00, if that’s the lowest we can get, I would like to see it lower, because I don’t think anybody is putting out close to 750lbs, and again that’s why I was advocating to put a couple thousand dollars in finance, in the budget, because I want the borough to bear the risk of this rather than putting everything on the taxpayers.  Again I’m not very concerned about it.  The thing I am very troubled about is that the date came out of nowhere, the committee did not recommend it.  I was very hard on the prior Streets & Roads Chairman, you need to be consistent.  I think this is too early.  I don’t think we are giving residents enough time.  I think we should do this in September.  I am on board with whatever fee you want do, whatever structure you want to do, whatever service you want a pick.  My quibble is with the date.  I think we should have a second Town-wide Yard Sale in September.  We would have a chance for the borough newsletter to come out.  We would have a chance for the newspapers to report it.  We have a chance for other civic organizations to meet, campaigns other things, multiple ways of getting word out to people.  I don’t like that its coming right around the corner.  I was really envisioning the September one.  There really is no big deal with having a June and September yard sale.”

Council President Todisco “actually I forgot what I wanted to say before.  Councilman Mathieu reminded me.  With this pick up that is set for June, there will be a mailing specifically about this to every house.  Which I think is very important and that’s what swayed me with being ok with it, because I feel very strongly that all residents should know in advance.  Do it right the first time. But I am also concerned with, I realize the mailing is a bit of a cost, so that with come out of the administrative cushioning there, but maybe if something goes forward that Streets & Roads may want to look at that if you are going to have it a second time in a year or even right from the get go instead of having a specifically supposed needed mailing for bulk, just working it around the schedule of the newsletter, it’s something we want to do in June and do this specific mailing, I’m fine with that.  I think if we have another one in September, let us know before July so that we can get that in the newsletter.  I think those are just some things we should think about.  As for budgeting it, I feel that this is the best compromise that we could come up with. I really feel that the borough is not going to pay the whole thing like we did in the past.  I believe the residents should pay for it.  The $80.00 or $85.00, whatever we figure out is still a very good alternative for residents, and getting a dumpster for $100.00 or something of that sort.”

Councilwoman Palmer “Bill I know you said you don’t like bulk pick up but when you and I walked around town you know that one of the things that we heard for almost every single household was they wanted bulk back, and they were not upset to hear we were going to try and bring it back with a fee based program. So I’m glad to see this on the agenda.  I would like to thank the committee for the work they did and Ms. Ariemma for all the work that was done to bring this back.  I am concerned about, I think we are rushing it for June and to do a separate mailing to notify the residents, it is a cost.  What will the cost be for that mailing?”

Ms. Ariemma “It’s not all that much.  It’s way less than $7.54 that you are tacking on.  Also I need to say that council doesn’t get the phone calls from the citizens of Garwood.  They have been calling relentlessly for two things:  The Town-Wide Yard Sale and this bulk program.  So that is really what is driving my office it to execute it… is to satisfy the people of Garwood.  And in past years we have run the Town wide for 14 years….  10 of the 14 years it was in June.  We always, when we provided bulk as a service to the people always tried to tie it in to the town-wide to keep down the amount of stuff that is being dumped.  The people are demanding this and calling almost daily. We already have the book out.  It’s almost full with people signed up for the town-wide…. to change it now is going to really, really, upset some residents.”

Councilwoman Palmer said “I agree that bulk should be right after the town-wide.  I didn’t know that the date was set.  I don’t know who discussed the date.”

Ms. Ariemma “I e-mailed council that the Town-Wide Yard Sale was set some time ago and no one commented.  No one said anything.  No one questioned it.  And then, I was also, you passed a resolution authorizing me to do this bulk program, to receive bids, which I have been telling council for several council meetings that I was receiving bids on May 7th.  I then proceeded to e-mail you on that day as quickly as I could to tell you when you could execute this program because council has really been delayed in getting it done, and so I got it done.  And to find out that now you are not having it done is quite shocking to me.  The residents want it.  They really want it.  They call…”

Councilman Mathieu said “Mayor, is this appropriate for the Clerk to be advocating and telling us what we have to vote for. Can you please call her to order?  I think this is completely inappropriate”

Ms. Ariemma said “Excuse me, I am telling you what happens what happens in my office and people calling.  They call a lot.”
Councilman Mathieu “Just tell me how I should vote and I will deal with them.”

Ms. Ariemma said “Council should know what people call for.”

Councilman Mathieu said “Unbelievable”

Mayor Quattrocchi said “Do you want to know what people have to say councilman, and Ms. Ariemma is sharing that.  Let me ask a question, and I believe I already know the answer.  With the bulk pick up, the price we were given, we can do more than one year, is that correct.”

Ms. Ariemma said “The bid was written so you can run the program up to four times a year, but I’m sure contractor wouldn’t mind if you did it more. So a three year contract, so that price is firm for three years, that $44.95, for the load and transport will not change in three years.  What will change as Sara said is the tipping fee.  Also you talked about informing them in a different way other than this mass mailing.  My recommendation would be that in the December Newsletter that goes out to everybody telling them about the garbage for the year, that you put the application in there.  You could run it twice next year or three times.  You could put a box with a check if you want to participate in all three.  They can sign up all at once and send the application all at once and then they would know for the whole year, that’s when there bulk is being picked up so we can filter down some of these calls and the people being let known when is bulk, so you could in the December newsletter include that information with the regular garbage schedule so people can plan out the year as to when they can put out bulk”

Mayor Quattrocchi said “The Town-Wide Yard Sale is not part of the actual resolution correct?”

Ms. Ariemma said “Correct”

Mayor Quattrocchi said “That’s something and if you wanted to go ahead and do a town-wide yard sale, that particular day. That is fine. It’s nothing to do actually with the bulk pick up.   We have for the past 10 years done it in June. It was couple times it was changed.  I have the notices right here.  The fact that we can have more than one bulk pick up.  Perhaps you would consider moving forward with the one in June, then perhaps scheduling another one for fall.  I do have to tell all of you, when I go to the senior meetings, twice a month, not a single meeting goes by that somebody does not ask me about bulk pick up.  I let them know we are working on a program. This is something that you are going to have to buy a permit for.  And if you choose, you can buy a permit and share that with your neighbor and do it that way.  So every two weeks at the senior meetings I am asked. When I bump into residents at the Pathmark, at the deli, wherever, that’s one of the one questions. When I say do you have any concerns, it’s always, when are you going to bring back my bulk pick up.  So the residents are asking for bulk pick up as well.  Just process that information.  Know what the residents are asking for.  No harm, no fowl with the Town Wide Yard Sale. Since it does depend on the bulk and the bulk permit, they are two separate issues.  And I do have to agree with Ms. Ariemma that she did send a notice about the Town Wide Yard sale weeks ago.  And I keep asking everybody and telling everybody, if you have questions about what’s in you packet that you get on Friday, get it together and ask the questions, before we get here and we are involved in discussion.  It’s something that we could have had some of the answers. The one thing I can say at this point is that there has been a motion made and it’s been seconded.  There has been discussion.  If you want to amend it to change the price, by all means somebody make a motion to do that.  Otherwise I am going to call for a vote.”

Council President Todisco said “I just have one question for the amendment.  Just a thought for future, Tina brought it up.  If this separate mailing that’s being done right now has the application in it, it’s something I definitely urge the Streets& Roads Committee to think about next time, was it really worth say $300.00 to mail the whole town or I would like to see Streets & Roads have a recommendation next time for that.”

Councilman Mathieu said “that is an excellent point.”

Councilman Petruzzelli said “Can I add two cents to this since I am on the committee. First off, historically it’s always been the day after the Town-Wide Yard Sale.  It makes sense because the stuff that the people can’t get rid of, then they can get rid of it.  And they have to buy a permit.  As far as the fee, I’m ok with lowering it to $80.00, that’s fine, it is a $2.99 difference.  As far as moving forward with this, every year North and South Side get a calendar.  Now wherever this comes from, whether it’s Streets & Roads we can put it in the calendar if we want to have it four times a year, two times a year, three times a year so everybody will know when that day is.  So moving forward with this, let’s keep it simple.  Bulk is back.  Let’s just do it right.  Going into 2014, let’s put it in the calendar and these numbers are easy so just make it $80.00.  And I think that all of this discussion and the Clerk’s input on this which is important, because she bears the brunt of all the citizens that are calling about it, and again most of the people in this town know that after the Town Wide Yard Sale is when they can get rid of their bulk.  So let’s leave the date as is and going forward, if you guys want to have another one in October or in November, then we can decide that.  But next year we are going to have a calendar and we are going to have to put in the calendar so everyone in this town knows.”

Councilman Mathieu said “That’s not so easy because that does not come from Streets & Roads.  We gotta find out where it comes from because it popped up in my mail box a year ago, I sent the Mayor and e-mail asking where this came from and never got a response.  So I don’t know who puts together that thing with the Northside and Southside, but it’s not as easy as saying Streets & Roads Committee need to do it.  First of all we need to do the dates in advance, which is something we think you are capable of doing.  And then we have to actually intercede to get this thing into the garbage thing.  There are a few different parts here.  And you know what, it’s very simple.  All it takes is some communication to get it done.  But we haven’t been able to pull it off.  That’s what I am pointing out.  I agree with you, I just wish it had been done that way.”

Councilman Petruzzelli said “In looking forward we can work it out.”

A motion to Amend Resolution No. 13-244 was made by Councilman Petruzzelli, seconded by Councilman Mathieu, whereupon Mayor Quattrocchi directed Roll Call, Council President-Todisco, Councilman Blaufeder-Aye, Councilman Mathieu-Aye, Councilman Nierstedt-Aye, Councilman Petruzzelli-Aye, Councilwoman Palmer-Aye.  All Ayes, Resolution 13-244 was Amended.

A motion to adopt Resolution No. 13-244 as Amended was made by Councilman Nierstedt, seconded by Council President Todisco, whereupon Mayor Quattrocchi directed Roll Call, Council President-Todisco, Councilman Blaufeder-Aye, Councilman Mathieu-Aye, Councilman Nierstedt-Aye, Councilman Petruzzelli-Aye, Councilwoman Palmer-Aye.  All Ayes, Resolution 13-244 was adopted as Amended.
