WHEREAS, all members of the governing body have received and have familiarized themselves with, at least, the minimum requirements of the Local Finance Board of the State of New Jersey, as stated aforesaid and have subscribed to the affidavit, as provided by the Local Finance Board; and
WHEREAS, failure to comply with the promulgation's of the Local Finance Board of the State of New Jersey may subject the member of the local governing body to the penalty provisions of R.S. 52:27BB-52 - to wit:

WHEREAS, certain Federal funds are potentially available to the County of Union under Title I of the Housing and Community Development Block Grant Act of 1974, as amended, commonly known as the Community Development Block Grant Program; and
WHEREAS, it is necessary to amend an existing Interlocal Services Agreement for the County of Union and its people to benefit from this program; and
WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the Municipality of Garwood Borough and the County of Union in cooperation with each other to enter into a modification of the Interlocal Services Agreement pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:8A-1;
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Governing Body of the  Municipality of Garwood Borough that the agreement entitled “AGREEMENT TO MODIFY INTERLOCAL SERVICES AGREEMENT” dated June 2012, for the Purpose of Inserting a Description of Activities to be funded in 2014-2015 Consolidated Plan of County of Union, a copy of which is attached hereto, be executed by the Mayor and Municipal Clerk in accordance with the provisions of law;

RESOLUTION NO. 14-211
A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CLERK TO EXECUTE A COOPERATION AGREEMENT WITH THE COUNTY OF UNION FOR FISCAL YEARS 2015-2017
WHEREAS, the Uniform Shared Services and Consolidation Act (N.J.S.A. 40A:65-1 et seq.) provides a mechanism through which counties and municipalities may enter into agreements for the provision of joint services; and
WHEREAS, Title I of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974 provides for substantial federal funds being made to certain urban counties for use therein through the Community Development Block Grant (“CDBG”) Entitlement Program, HOME Investment Partnerships (“HOME”) Program and Emergency Solutions Grants (“ESG”) Program; and
WHEREAS, a Cooperative Agreement between the County of Union and the Municipality of Garwood Borough shall be utilized to establish a legal mechanism through which the County government may apply for, receive and disburse federal funds from federal fiscal year 2015, 2016 and 2017 appropriations; and
WHEREAS, it is the desire of the Municipality of Garwood Borough to enter into a Cooperative Agreements with the County of Union for successive three year periods; and
WHEREAS, it is the desire of the County of Union to re-qualify for Entitlement status as an Urban County.
	NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Municipality of Garwood Borough hereby is authorized to enter into and execute said Cooperative Agreements.  Said cooperative Agreements are to be substantially in the form of Agreement attached hereto and made a part hereof; and
	BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a copy of the Resolution shall be forwarded to the County of Union.
RESOLUTION NO. 14-212
WHEREAS, the Borough of Garwood has appropriated the sum of $5,000.00 in its 2014 Budget for Deferred Charges to Future Taxation Unfunded.
THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council that the Finance Officer be and she is hereby authorized to draw a check to the order of the Capital Account in the sum of $5,000.00 being the balance of said appropriation.
RESOLUTION NO. 14-213

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Garwood herby requests the Director of Local Government Services to approve the insertion of an item of revenue in the budget of the year 2014 in the sum of $7,351.14 which item is now available as a revenue from the STATE OF NEW JERSEY, SOLID WASTE ADMINISTRATION FY2013 CLEAN COMMUNITIES GRANT PROGRAM, in the amount of $7,351.14;
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the of $7,351.14 is hereby appropriated under the caption of “FY2014 CLEAN COMMUNITIES GRANT PROGRAM”; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the above is a result of a Grant from the State of New Jersey for $7,351.14.
RESOLUTION NO. 14-214
WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Garwood entered into a contract with Waste Management of New Jersey, Inc., per Resolution No. 11-210, adopted on June 28, 2011, for a period of three (3) years, commencing July 1, 2011, for the provision of recycling services; and
WHEREAS, the specifications state that the Borough reserves the right to extend the contract for two additional one-year extensions under certain terms and conditions, including the contract extension be awarded by resolution of the governing body, services performed in an effective and efficient manner, pricing shall be agreed upon by both parties and shall be based upon the price of the original contract as cumulatively adjusted pursuant to any previous adjustment or extension and shall not exceed the change in the “index rate”, as defined in N.J.S.A 40A:11-2, for the twelve months preceding the most recent quarterly calculations available at the time the contract was renewed; and
WHEREAS, the “index rate” increase for the last 12 months as of April 2014 is 2.6%; and
WHEREAS,  Borough Administrator/Clerk has contacted Waste Management of New Jersey, Inc., to extend the contract for a period of one year from July 1, 2014 to July 1, 2015 with an increase of 2.6% of the final contract year; and
WHEREAS, the Borough of Garwood is satisfied with the services provided by Waste Management of New Jersey, Inc., and both parties have agreed to extend the contract for one-year; and
WHEREAS, the bid was received as follows:
