	SECTION 1.	§27-14 (Fire Department personnel; membership) in Article I (General Provisions) in Chapter 27 (Fire Department) of the Code of the Borough of Garwood is hereby amended to read as follows:
	§27-14.  Fire Department personnel; membership.
	A.	Any citizen of the United States, between the ages of 18 and 45 inclusive of their 46th birthday, who resides within 3 miles of the Borough limits shall be eligible to probationary membership in the Department, providing they have passed a physical examination as required by the New Jersey Firemen's Association, a background check by the Garwood Police Department, and have been approved by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Garwood.  It shall be limited that no more than 28% of the members of the Department reside outside the Borough of Garwood.

STREETS AND ROADS/ECOLOGY: Councilman Nierstedt , Chr.
On June 29, Borough Engineer Don Guarriello, Councilman Jim Mathieu and I walked the Garwood Brook from its western end to the bend behind the Little League Field.  We also walked the brook bank that is located to the east of the Pathmark parking lot.  We found that the waterway itself is in extraordinarily good shape, still capable of carrying the amount of water for which the gabion wall project was designed to carry.  The water was remarkably clear, with fish and mallards observed throughout the brook length.  In general, the gabion walls have held up very well given their 20 year age.  There are a couple of localized areas where the gabion cages have fallen apart and are in need of repair.  The Streets and Roads and Ecology committee will work with Don to develop a program of repair for next year.  We also took note of some trees and shrubs that have actually grown through the gabion cages and need to be removed.  The committee will work with the Department of Public Works to develop a program to remove these elements that serve to constrict the flow of water and reduce the life span of the gabion walls.  We will also work with the DPW to remove chain link fencing, metal poles and various other man made elements that have been deposited in the brook.  We observed many rear yards of residential properties where residents have placed unwanted materials such as bricks, patio and concrete blocks, grass clippings, mulch, and yes, a water heater.  The committee will meet to develop and propose to Council a preferred method of advising residents that the tops of the gabion walls are borough property and requesting that they remove all elements from the wall tops.  Residents must recognize that such elements are unsightly and can restrict water flow which could create localized flooding.   We also observed and removed pieces of fencing and siding and one bag of recyclable cans and bottles.  
One very interesting observation is that the concrete floors under the bridges to the west of East Street are quite clear, with water flowing smoothly over them.  East of East Street the bridge floors have increasing amounts of silt built up – Don revealed – from the waters backing up from the bottleneck east of Pathmark.  We have a better understanding of the difficulties that lie ahead to advance any other water retention without Cranford implementing their Orchard Brook project, and without creating a new tunnel under the NJ Transit railroad line.  We believe that the borough should continue to encourage Cranford to undertake their improvement project as Garwood already has.
On a separate note, I met with the PB at their last meeting to discuss both the Borough/Board Engineer and Zoning Officer job responsibility situations and I will prepare recommendations for Council’s consideration at our next meeting to advance the Board’s recommendations.  I thank the Board members for their input into a wide ranging discussion.
COMMENT: Councilman Mathieu said the brook is in much better shape than he thought.  He mentioned if you live on the brook you should maintain your portion of the gabion and saw some residents really take care of brook.  Councilwoman Palmer asked about vegetative growth and rats.  Councilman Nierstedt said they observed neither.  He further commented on his observations.  Mayor Quattrocchi asked if many areas lost dirt behind the gabions.  Councilman Nierstedt said not really.  Councilman Mathieu said the worst damage was on triple stone levels and that should be repaired.
